Town Board Meeting
Monday, June 18, 2020

Minutes

Chair Ed Weber called the June 8, 2020 Town Board meeting to order at 5:00 pm.  All officers were present except for Treasurer Melanie Johnson. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Amy Bruss.  Motion carried, voice vote. Public comments were made by Dan Scully and Jim Shives concerning budgeted items and proposed purchase.

Matters for discussion:
· Viola Lake dock – Ed Weber reviewed issues with the dock and noted there are possible DNR grants. Following discussion, the board consensus was to investigate grant options and to request bids.                         
· Purchase of mower from the Town of Jackson – 2001 John Deer 6410 Tractor, 2002 Rhino trailer mower, 2000 Diamond boom mower, 2 extra sets of used blades for boom mower, 2 extra sets of used blades for the boom mower - $35,000.  Following discussion of the mower jointly owned by the Towns of Sand Lake, Meenon and Lincoln, and the advantages this mower would provide to the road crew, motion to approve the purchase was made by Amy Bruss, seconded by Jerry Tjader.  Motion carried, voice vote.
· Purchase of 2005 John Deere 5441 wheel loader - $65,000 – this item was not budgeted so purchase was not approved.
· Purchase of trailer for skid steer from Pete’s Trailer Sales, Rice Lake – following discussion, board consensus was to request bids for this equipment.
· Review of road bids to be published – 2” overlay for 1 mile of Sand Lake Road and LRIP project (Emerson Road – County Road X to north of the bridge)  – Following discussion of specifications for each of theses projects, it was decided to publish request for bids in next week’s Advertiser (two times for the LRIP project).
· Thompson Road repair – as reported at the last meeting, a sinkhole developed on Thompson Road.  Extensive repair was required, and the cost is an unknown this time.  Discussion ensued on holding off on planning any additional road projects until the bill from Yellow River Construction has been received. 
· CARES Election subgrant agreement and possible purchases:
· DYMO Label writer 450 Twin Turbo label printer - $147.61 – Peggy Tolbert reviewed the CARES Election subgrant agreement and requested permission to purchase a label maker to make the absentee ballot preparation easier.  The Town will be receiving $500 plus $1.10 for every registered voter to cover costs associated the elections during the Covid-19 pandemic. Motion to approve the purchase of the DYMO label printer was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.
· CARES Routes to Recovery funds and possible uses.  Town of Sand Lake will be eligible to receive about $8,700 for expenses related to the Covid-19 pandemic, including;
· Absentee Ballot drop off slot or box
· Hot water heater for town shop
