Town Board Meeting
Monday, July 13, 2020

Minutes

Chair Ed Weber called the July 13, 2020 Town Board meeting to order at 6:31pm, following the 2020 Annual Town Meeting.  All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Amy Bruss.  Motion carried, voice vote. Minutes from the June 8 and June 18, 2020 Town Board Meetings were reviewed.  Motion to approve the minutes was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Amy Bruss.  Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments.

Ed Weber reported bids had been received on road projects and will be opened later in the meeting.

Peggy Tolbert reported on preparations for the August 11, 2020 Partisan Primary and reported that new election equipment has been proposed for all Burnett County municipalities for use following the November 2020 election.  The current equipment will no longer be supported by Command Central, the agency responsible for programming and security of election data.

Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson gave the treasurer’s report. As of June 30, 2020, the checking account balance was $174,207.30 and the equipment fund balance was $35,722.79.  Second property tax payments are due to Burnett County by July 31, 2020

Supervisor reports: No reports were given.

There was no planning commission report.

Road and facilities manager Brad Huser reported on work done during the month: road clean up following storms, mowing

Bids were received from Fahrner Asphalt Sealers and Monarch Paving Company were opened and reviewed. East end of Sand Lake Road project – Fahrner $18,503.00; Emerson Road (LRIP project) Monarch $37,157.65; Sand Lake Road – Monarch $73,261.35. Motion to accept these bids was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Amy Bruss.  Motion carried, voice vote. No bids were received for the trailer. Ed Weber made a motion to approve purchase of a trailer up to $6,000. Motion was seconded by Amy Bruss.  Motion carried, voice vote.  A board member will accompany Brad Huser to negotiate for purchase of a trailer. 
		
· Viola Lake Dock update: no progress
· Update on CARES election subgrant:  Peggy Tolbert reported she purchased a Dymo label maker and labels which will make processing absentee ballots much more efficient.  Any remaining funds will be used to reimburse the town for extra expenses related to Covid-19 preparations during the elections.
· Update on CARES Routes to Recovery funds: discussion of possible uses for these funds included installing a hot water heater in the town shop. Brad Huser will research this.  Peggy Tolbert reported she had ordered a mail drop box that could be installed in the town hall lower door to allow for the drop off of absentee ballots.  This should be installed around the first of September when the ballots for the November election will be ready.
· Discussion on changing clerk and treasurer positions from elected to appointed: The process for doing this requires an ordinance to be passed calling for a referendum of electors on these questions.  The deadline for submitting the referendum questions to the County Clerk is August 25.  The ordinance will be on the August town board meeting agenda for discussion and possible approval.

Peggy Tolbert presented bills for payment.  Jerry Tjader made a motion to pay all bills as presented.  Amy Bruss seconded the motion which carried, voice vote.
