Minutes
Call to order – Chair Neil Ambourn called the March 8, 2010, meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
Roll call of officers – all officers present except Jim Tolbert who arrived at 6:40 p.m.
Public Notice of the meeting was confirmed by Clerk Peggy Tolbert.
Approval of Minutes from February 8, 2010 meeting – Motion to approve the minutes of the February 8, 2010, meeting was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Neil Ambourn. Motion carried, voice vote.
Chair’s report – Neil Ambourn reported Burnett County Highway Department has contracted with Cedar Corporation to inspect bridges for the townships. Various correspondence and legislative alerts had been received. Neil reported a request from a contractor to move a modular house during the spring road restrictions was denied due to lack of specifics about the home and the equipment. 
Clerk’s report – Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported receipt of a letter from the Burnett County Sheriff’s Department about enforcement of road restrictions and the need for better signage.  A letter from Senator Jauch provided an update to the WI Department of Revenue’s proposal to institute county-wide property assessment – the proposal has been withdrawn. Peggy reported that Dale Halonie has taken 10 hours of the 131 hours furlough he agreed to take as compensation for the increased cost of health care insurance for his wife. The annual report from the Burnett County Humane Society was reviewed along with their request excess dog license funds be donated to them.  This will be an agenda item for the Annual Meeting in April. 
Treasurer’s report – Treasurer Carrie Hunter reported a bank balance of $239,349.84.  932 real estate parcels and 12 personal property receipts had been receipted as of today.  Surplus dog license funds of $210.34 were received from Burnett County. 
Supervisors’ reports – None.
Plan Commission report – Peggy Tolbert reported the Recommended Draft of the Town of Sand Lake Comprehensive Plan had been distributed as required, notices and agendas of the Public Hearing had been posted and published as required and the notice of the Ordinance to Adopt the Comprehensive Plan had been posted and published as required.
Road Employee report – Road Employee Dale Halonie reported he had scraped ice on town roads, serviced and washed the town truck and cleaned the grader. Neil Ambourn requested Dale work on cutting back overhanging branches and right of way cleaning. Discussion ensued on leasing a rotary mower. Road restrictions will be posted for town roads on Monday, March 15. Discussion ensued on the brush piles remaining on Normans Landing from construction two year ago. Dale agreed to knock them down and look at burning them in the fall.
Ambulance contract update – Peggy Tolbert reported on the ambulance contract negotiations.  A meeting with three potential bidders was held on March 4, 2010.  Bidder presentations will be on April 8, 2010 at the Burnett County Government Center beginning at 6:00 p.m. A recommendation by the committee to the Towns Association will be made on April 22, 201
Pay Bills – Following review of bills presented for payment, Ro Endresen made a motion to approve payment. Neil Ambourn seconded the motion, which carried, voice vote.

Motion to suspend the Town Board meeting to begin the Public Hearing was made by Jim Tolbert, seconded by Ro Endresen.  Motion carried, voice vote. The Town Board meeting was suspended at 6:55 p.m. 
Motion to reconvene the Town Board meeting following the Public Hearing was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote. The Town Board meeting reconvened at 7:45 p.m.

Act on Ordinance to Adopt the Town of Sand Lake Year 2030 Comprehensive Plan - Discussion ensued on whether adjustments to the plan were needed prior to consideration of adoption based on comments received at the Public Hearing. It was agreed most comments were about adoption of county or local zoning and adoption of the comprehensive plan is not adoption of zoning.  Thus no additional revisions beyond those read into the record by Peggy Tolbert are needed. Following discussion on the recommended draft vs the final draft and whether the ordinance as written could be adopted, the ordinance title was revised to read: Ordinance to Adopt the Recommended Draft of the Town of Sand Lake Year 2030 Comprehensive Plan (with editorial changes noted at the Public Hearing) as a Final Draft. Motion to adopt the revised ordinance was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote.
