Town Board Meeting

Tuesday, April 13, 2010

Minutes
Call to order – Chair Neil Ambourn called the April 13, 2010, meeting to order at 8:00 pm.
Roll call of officers – all officers present except Carrie Hunter
Public Notice of the meeting was confirmed by Clerk Peggy Tolbert.
Approval of Minutes from March 8, 2010 meeting – Motion to approve the minutes of the March 8, 2010, meeting was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Neil Ambourn. Motion carried, voice vote.
Chair’s report – Neil Ambourn reported the following correspondence: letter from the Webster Volunteer Fire Department in support of renewing the ambulance contract with North Memorial Ambulance Service, request from Northwest Regional Planning Commission for project assistance, Burnett County Highway Department proposal for sweeping town roads at $73/hour, proposal from Pine Creek appraisers, and a complaint from Heidi Run about property taxes and dog licenses. Neil also had a call from a town resident with concerns about the Viola Lake boat landing. 
Clerk’s report – Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported she had completed the Form CT for 2009 and quarterly payroll reports.  The Spring Election had been completed successfully.  A new election inspector trained with the other inspectors. Peggy reported on the progress of the ambulance committee.
Treasurer’s report – Treasurer Carrie was not present. 
Supervisors’ reports – Jim Tolbert reported Carrie Hunter requested borrowing tables from the town, but wasn’t sure if they had been taken and/or returned.
Plan Commission report – Peggy Tolbert reported the required process of publishing and posting the ordinance approving the Comprehensive Plan was completed.  Final step is waiting for Foth to complete the minor edits to the draft.  Once that is done, the final draft will be ready for review.  
Road Employee report – Road Employee Dale Halonie reported he had graded most of the town roads once. The mower had been fixed and washed. Leaks in the tractor were repaired.  Black top patching was also being done. Discussion of brushing along Angeline Avenue ensued. Spring road tour was set for April 20 at 8:00 am.  Peggy will post the spring road tour as a special town meeting.
Matters for Discussion and possible action at this meeting:

Set dates for Board of Review – Town Assessor Bob Pardun was present.  Following discussion, the date for Open Book was set for Friday, May 14, 2010 from 6:00 pm – 8:00 pm. The date for Board of Review was set for Monday, May 24, 2010 from 6:00 pm – 8:00 pm. Discussion ensued on when revaluation for the town may need to be scheduled.

Construction of new posting board – following discussion of location and design, it was agreed Peggy will work with Dale on a design and the board will be located at the boat landing at Keizer Bridge, on Gaslyn Lake Road.

Town Hall office discussion – following discussion, purchase of locking, fire proof file cabinets was agreed upon.  $1,000.00 had been budgeted for a office at the town hall.
Appointment of new election inspector – following discussion, a motion to appoint Avis Morrison as a election inspector for the Town of Sand Land for the period 2010 – 2012 was made by Jim Tolbert, seconded by Ro Endresen.  Motion carried, voice vote. 
Pay Bills – Following review of bills presented for payment, Ro Endresen made a motion to approve payment. Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried, voice vote.
