Minutes
Call to order – Chair Neil Ambourn called the May 10, 2010, meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Roll call of officers – Officers present: Neil Ambourn, Ro Endresen, Jim Tolbert, Peggy Tolbert. Absent: Carrie Hunter, Dale Halonie.  
Public Notice – Clerk confirmed public notice of the meeting
Approval of Minutes from April 13, 2010 meeting – Motion to approve the minutes of the April 13, 2010, meeting was made by Ro Endrsen, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote.
Chair’s report – Neil Ambourn had nothing to report this month.
Clerk’s report – Peggy Tolbert reported she had ordered four file cabinets with matching locks. They will be delivered to the Town Hall within the next few weeks.  Cleanup of the perennial bed in front of the Town Hall was started. Cora Bauer will be assisting throughout the summer with the garden.
Treasurer’s report – none.
Supervisors’ reports – Ro Endresen reported on a possible recycling opportunity and will look into this further to see if it is something the Town wants to schedule.
Plan Commission report – Peggy Tolbert reported Melanie Johnson is reviewing the final draft of the Comprehensive Plan.  Once approved, the final version will be printed and distributed as required.
Ambulance Committee report – Peggy Tolbert reported on the progress of the Ambulance Committee in negotiating a new contract with North Memorial Ambulance Service.  A contract should be ready for approval by the June Town Board meeting.
Road Employee report – Road employee Dale Halonie was injured on the job and is on Workers Compensation.  He is expected to return to work in about 4 weeks.  Don Taylor will grade the town roads and fill in as needed until Dale returns to work.
Matters for discussion and possible action at this meeting
County Sheriff Dean Roland was present to review the process and procedure of licensing dogs in the county and how the delinquent dog list works.  The Town of Sand Lake has not turned in a delinquent dog list as required by statute, so the County Sheriff’s Department cannot enforce the delinquent dog ordinance. Sheriff Roland also reviewed the complaints about two properties on Whistler Road with excessive trash in the yards.  He and the Public Health Department are looking into possible public health concerns, but because the Town is unzoned, the county Nuisance Ordinance is not in effect in the Town of Sand Lake.  If there are public health violations, these can be pursued. Both properties are outside of Shoreline Zoning.  Sheriff Roland answered questions from residents attending the meeting who had concerns about delinquent dogs and nuisance properties.
Pay Bills – Following a review of the bills presented for payment, motion to approve the payments was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote.
