Town Board Meeting

TUESDAY, June 15, 2010
7:00 pm
Minutes
Call to order – Chairman Neil Ambourn called the June 15, 2010 Town Board meeting to order at 7:00 pm. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed the public notice of the meeting. Supervisor Ro Endresen made a motion to approve the minutes from the May 10, 2010, Town Board meeting.  Supervisor Jim Tolbert seconded the motion which carried, voice vote. 
Chairman’s report: Neil Ambourn reported receiving fireworks permits from Gerald Tjader and Jim Tolbert. A letter from Burnett County Highway was received listing road maintenance services they offer. Neil also reported the repair records need to be submitted to Burnett County Highway following inspection of the bridges. 
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert shared recipients’ thank you notes following receipt of the Town Board donations. Notes had been received from Wild Rivers Habitat for Humanity, Burnett County Humane Society, Regional Hospice, Community Referral Agency and the Burnett County Land and Water Conservation Department. Liquor license renewals were processed. Sorting and filing of town records is underway. 
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Carried Hunter reported a bank balance of $148,045.54 as of May 28, 2010.  Jim Tolbert asked for a report of delinquent personal property and whether reporting of dogs licenses was current. Carrie will check with the County about reporting deadlines.
Supervisors’ reports:  Nothing to report. A recycling day for the town is still possible. Ro Endresen will check into that possibility. 
Plan Commission report: Peggy Tolbert reported the final edits of the Town’s Comprehensive Plan have been submitted to the consultants.  The final document should be complete soon. The county is planning to celebrate the completion of the project with a pig roast following the July 22, 2010 County Board meeting at Fort Folle Avoine.  Plan commissioners and Town officials will be receiving invitations. 
Ambulance Committee report: Peggy Tolbert reported the contract with North Memorial Medical for 2011-2013 has been finalized. Approval of the contract is an agenda item. 
Road Employee report: Road Employee Dale Halonie reported the town roads have m ostly been graded and will need grading again once the rain stops. Patching and mowing is also being done. Further discussion of road grading and shoulder maintenance ensued.  
Matters for discussion and possible action at this meeting:
1. Open road bids – Road bids were opened at 7:30 pm for projects on Gaslyn Lake Road and Fristed Road. Bids were submitted by Taylor Paving, Scott Construction and Monarch Paving. Following discussion of cold vs. hot mix and which type would be most suitable for each project, Jim Tolbert made a motion to accept the hot mix bid from Monarch Paving for Gaslyn Lake Road ($84,680.22) and the Scott Construction bid for cold mix for Fristed Road ($29,364.00). Ro Endresen seconded the motion which carried, voice vote. The board requested at least a one week notice prior to the start of work. Discussion ensued of the need for signage before, during and after the road construction.  
2. Approval of contract with North Memorial Ambulance Service: Motion to approve the three-year contract for 2011-2013 was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote. The annual subsidy for the Town of Sand Lake will be $24,992.58. An increase of 4.5% is possible the third year. 
3. Assessor’s contract: Assessor Bob Pardun presented a three year contract for approval. The years 2011 and 2013 would be a regular maintenance contract ($7,500) and the year 2012 would be a market adjustment contract ($11,000).  Motion to approve the three year contract with Bob Pardun was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote. 
4. Approval of liquor, operator’s, cigarette vendors license applications: Peggy Tolbert reviewed the applications received for the renewal of liquor licenses from Mallard Lake Family Resort and Hunters Inn, renewal of a cigarette vendors license from Hunters Inn and the applications for operator’s licenses from Gordon Johnson, Carol Mulroy, Lori Peron Laurie Mulroy. Following discussion of the applications and the requirements for granting renewals and licenses, a motion to approve all applications with the exception of Laurie Mulroy, whose application will be approved when she submits a corrected application and proof of completion of the responsible beverage server course, was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote.
5. Discussion on the duties of Clerk and Treasurer:  Jim Tolbert suggested Peggy and Carrie write job descriptions outlining what they think are their duties. These could be discussed at the next meeting.
6. Pay Bills: Following presentation of invoices for payment, a motion to approve payment was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote.
