Town Board Meeting

Minutes
Chairman Neil Ambourn called the July 12, 2010, meeting of the Town of Sand Lake Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present with the exception of Treasurer Carrie Hunter. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the minutes from the June 15, 2010 meeting was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote.
Neil Ambourn gave the Chair’s report. Four fireworks permits were issued. 
Peggy Tolbert gave the Clerk’s report. Liquor licenses were prepared and delivered to Hunter’s Inn and Mallard Lake Family Resort. A cigarette vendor license was prepared and delivered to Hunter’s Inn.  Operator’s licenses were prepared and delivered to Gordon Johnson, Carol Mulroy and Laurie Perron.  A new application for an operator’s license had been received from Philip Hoefs.  Following the background check on Mr. Hoefs, receipt of the $5 fee and copy of his Responsible Beverage Servers course, an operator’s license was prepared and delivered to him.  Laurie Mulroy has yet to complete the Responsible Beverage Servers course.  The fee for her license has been paid. An acknowledgement of donation was received from the Burnett Community Library. The health insurance policy for Marlene Halonie is going up slightly.  Peggy gave a report on the filing project and asked for input on items to retain in the town hall, sent to the Burnett County Historical Society, or destroyed. Following discussion, motion to move assessment records, poll books, and other items of possible historical significance to storage at the Burnett County Historical Society was made by Jim Tolbert, seconded by Ro Endresent. Motion carried, voice vote.
There were no Treasurer’s or Supervisors’ reports
The final version of the Comprehensive Plan has still not been received. The celebration of the completion of the Burnett County plan and the municipal plans is being put on by the County at Forts Folle Avoine.  There will be a pig roast dinner as well as a program.  All town officials and plan commissioners have been invited. 
Road Employee Dale Halonie was not present. Jim Tolbert reviewed the posting board design he has worked on for installation at Kiezer Bridge. Discussion ensued on who would do the construction.  Neil Ambourn and Jim Tolbert will work together on this project. 
The discussion on the duties of Clerk and Treasurer will be postponed until such time as the Treasurer is present. Peggy Tolbert distributed a draft of the clerk’s job description.
Bills for payment were reviewed. Motion to approve payment of all bills was made by Jim Tolbert, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote.
