Town Board Meeting

Minutes
Chairman Neil Ambourn called the August 9, 2010, Town Board meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers, except Treasurer Carrie Hunter were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting.
Motion to approve the minutes from August 12, 2010 Town Board meeting was made by Jim Tolbert, seconded by Ro Endresen.  Motion carried, voice vote.
Chair’s report: Neil Ambourn shared a notice of Humane Officer training class and reported he had resolved several dog issues.
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported the message board for the third posting location had been delivered and that preparation for the Town Picnic on Sunday, August 15, 2010 was underway.
Treasurer’s report: None.
Supervisors’ reports: Jim Tolbert reported he had researched striping and would share that information under the road report.
Plan Commission report: Plan Commission Chairman Larry Blahauvietz was present and Neil Ambourn thanked him and the other plan commission members for their work in completing the Comprehensive Plan for the Town of Sand Lake. Peggy Tolbert reported the final plan documents had been received and that required distribution of the documents was being worked on. Discussion ensued on future plan commission appointments and a rotation schedule. It was determined the Plan Commission should meet to work on this plan to present to the Town Board. A meeting in October, after the 10th, will be scheduled.
Road report: 
· Road Signs: Peggy Tolbert reported that Chris Sybers, Chair of the Town of Meenon and Chair of the BC Towns Association is putting together a bulk order for various types of road signs. Peggy Tolbert reviewed the basic requirements of the new reflective signs that will be required by 2015 and the weight limit signs that will be needed by next spring. Jim Tolbert will talk with Chris and also work on an inventory of road signs needed for the Town of Sand Lake.
· Sharing of Town Equipment and Services: Peggy Tolbert reported Chris Sybers is working on developing a system for towns to share equipment and services.  Jim Tolbert will contact Chris on this topic as well. 
· Road projects:  Road Employee Dale Halonie reported on options for picnic tables for the town. Following discussion of tables available from Dividend Lumber and Cashco Lumber, Neil Ambourn directed Dale to order three 8 foot pine tables with treated wood legs from Cashco for $90.00 each.  Dale reported Scott Construction had chip sealed a few placed on Viola Lake Road as a patch to work done in 2009. There was general dissatisfaction with the work.  Monarch had asphalted Gaslyn Lake Road but several driveways and the intersection of Gaslyn and Okerland Roads had been missed. Neil will call them on this and payment will be withheld until he is satisfied.  Discussion ensued of the need to shoulder town roads this fall. Jim Tolbert reported on his meeting with Jim Pearson of Farhner about road striping. Following discussion, it was agreed striping would be a possible 2011 budget item. 
Matters for discussion and possible action at this meeting
· Recycling Event: Ro Endresen reported he and Chris Sybers were still working on this event and figuring out dates for the Towns of Meenon and Sand Lake. The board agreed the Town Shop would be a good location for the recycling drop off.  
· Town Picnic: Peggy Tolbert reported the Town Picnic will be Sunday, August 15, 2010. Betty Leef is coordinating the event and Diane Weber is assisting. Dale Halonie will clean the town hall, bring water and get the picnic tables. Peggy Tolbert will make arrangements for a portable toilet.
· Culvert issue: Neil Ambourn reported the culvert issue on Sand Lake Road had been resolved. No action needed. 
· Posting Board: The message board portion has been ordered and delivered. Neil Ambourn and Jim Tolbert will work on constructing the remaining portions. 
Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert reviewed the bills for payment. The Monarch invoice will be held until Neil has spoken with the company. Motion to approve payment of invoices was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote.
